ii. To invest in projects or activities that could provide future returns to the Council 4588

iii. To enable donations to St. Michael and St. Charles Parishes for major needs

b. Management of the Fund

Appoint, by the Grand Knight, an evaluation/recommendation committee, composed of five members,
only two of which are Officers of the Council and one of these two should be a current trustee and
three non-officer members. All members are to serve on a rotating basis so that there always remains
a "corporate memory". The charge to this committee is to review all requests for expenditure of LF
funds and recommend to the Council membership if the request should be granted or denied and the
reason(s) for the recommendation.

ii. All recommendations and any modifications there to submitted by the committee are to be approved by 2/3

vote of the members attending the meeting at which a vote is to be taken after notification as re-
quired elsewhere in the Council By-Laws

c¢. Funding
Establish a LF Cap of $40,000.00 and a Floor of $20,000.00
ii. Continue thel0% tax as defined in the current Building Fund. However, any such funds that accrue during
the Columbian year that exceed the Cap shall be immediately transferred to the General Fund with-
out restrictions. The 10% tax is to continue for the entire Columbian year even though the LF Cap is
exceeded.
iii. Transfer all the funds from the Building Fund into the Legacy Fund. Except that upon the initial transfer,
$5000.00 shall be transferred to the General Fund with the following restrictions.
$1,000.00 for Council emergency uses
$2000.00 to the "Knights helping Knights" fund
3. $2,000.00 to St. Michael's School for tuition assistance
2 Loans
Loans from the LF are permitted upon the recommendation of the committee in Pg.l bi above. Loans requests
should contain a plan for repayment. Loans may be approved by a plurality of the members voting.
Eliminate the Building Fund from the By-Laws but only after the Legacy Fund is officially approved.

New Business: Bill Silva submitted Jose A. Lau for membership with a good recommendation. Approval by the membership was

unanimous.
Brother Raul Fregoso is organizing the Parish Festival this year. This is not a fund raiser but a celebration of Feast Day with
an outdoor mass in the church yard, hopefully including Monsignor Adams 90t birthday. KofC will be doing BBQ nachos and
pizza.
Ken Reif is helping the Directors with publicity by crafting a website for internal use.
