Ed Faust made a motion to approve the minutes of the August meeting with a second by Barry Bucket. With one name change the mo-
tion passed unanimously.  
Field Agent Brian J. Olivier: Returned after several months of serious illness and will attempt to attend another meeting in Lafay-
ette tonight by speaking here first. He expressed his personal testimonial for the need of an outstanding insurance purchased early. 
Brian is very thankful for the prayers, special intensions and the good wishes for his speedy recovery. We were moved by his sincerity.

We acknowledge a 
communication from Susan Patzkowski. There were no bills. 
Chancellor Barry Buckett: sent sympathy cards to Brian Wilson and Greg Hester for their loss.  
Church Eric Storjohann: 12 clergy and 7 ministries will be attending the Clergy dinner Sept 5. Anthony Santos is the Veterans 
Scholarship Award winner. A check will be presented to St Michaels School. The social starts at 5:30PM and dinner is at 7:00PM. 
Community Dan Corral: has a goal of $4,300 for the tootsie roll campaign. This money is not commingled with KofC for tax pur-
poses. Dan has met with the Chamber of Commerce to get cans at local business another goal is 132 volunteers to man the stores. St 
Charles will have a second collection for social concerns and donate $200 to this cause. 
Family Don Humphrey: is organizing the family picnic on Sept 13 at Dell Valle. This is a fun event for Knights and Columbian 
Women and families. Details are in the September KnightNews. Columbian Women have chosen Oct 25 for Wine tasting – more to 
come. 
Youth Director Tim Logsdon: Squires are in a leadership transition.  
Pro-Life Ron Hauck: is a new Program director. This reflects a direction from Supreme recognizing the sanctity of life  from con-
ception to a natural death. The main activity this year is the Walk-For life.

I have also been in homes insuring our Brothers and their families, and 
helping others with their policies.
