Service in the Knights has opportunities to do the Lordôs work in ways you never expect! I am thankful to have 
had a small opportunity to do His work.  

We will be doing Christmas Baskets again this year, with some differences.  For those of you who are new, we 
donate baskets of food to families that are in need. We get the names from St Vincent de Paul. We have a list 
of the food needed for the baskets. Some folks prefer to take a list and buy the food items themselves. Others 
donate money, and council members then trek to Travis AFB to buy the items at the commissary.  This year, 
we have an opportunity to eliminate the drive for these brothers, and partner with another council. Typically, 
we donate about 50 Christmas baskets. The Danville Council donates about 500 baskets throughout the bay 
area.  They have Costco deliver directly to the St. Isidoreôs gym.  You will see photos of their operation at the 
December Council meeting.  They have offered to sell us 30 baskets for $2500. Last year we spent $2600 on 
Christmas baskets. I would like to gather donations at the December Business meeting to allow to take advan-
tage of their kind offer.  

We have a lot going on in the next few weeks. It is important to remember to keep focus on our faith and fami-
lies.

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Message from the Financial Secretary  

Brother Knights,  

 Again we find ourselves at yearôs end and of course, we all know what that means. Yes, you guessed it ï Itôs time for membership dues to be 

paid. Membership billing notices will be sent out on December 15th and payment will be due on January 1st, 2010. Like last year the Supreme Council is 

assessing each member an additional $2.00 to support the Culture of Life Campaign. 

 

 ñIn his encyclical Evangelium Vitae, Pope John Paul II called upon Catholics to become the ñpeople of life and a 

people for lifeò by dedicating themselves to building a new culture of life. 

 The Knights of Columbus Culture of Life Fund was established last year at the 126th annual Supreme council 

meeting to provide the foundation for pursuing this goal by moving public opinion toward respecting life, family, marriage, 

and similar priorities. 

 This year, delegates to the 127th annual meeting voted unanimously to adopt Resolution No. 314 resolving that the 

Culture of Life Fund be supported by an annual assessment of $2.00 per member. If we are determined in our commitment to 

build a Culture of Life, considerable resources will be necessary. These funds will be accumulated by country and used in 

that country in matters affecting life, family, marriage, and similar priorities in building a Culture of Life. Contemporary 

threats are the result of attitudes that have developed over many decades. As we work to overcome these elements of the 

Culture of Death, the Culture of Life Fund will be there and administered by the Board of Directors.ò 

 

 Please remember to include this addition assessment in your dues remittance so that we can reaffirm the Orderôs long standing commitment to 

building a Culture of Life and supporting the teaching of Catholic fundamental values as Catholic Christians and as citizens. 

 

 Another item that some of you may not be aware of is the ñ365 Clubò. The ñ365 Clubò is composed of members of the Knights of Columbus in 

California that contribute a penny a day to California Columbian Charities, Inc. for the purpose of helping Brother Knights who are in financial distress. 

Knights can become a member by paying an additional $3.65 as a voluntary assessment on top of your dues statement. So if your membership assessment is 

$38.00 you can remit one payment to the council for $41.65 and we will separate it appropriately.  

 When the $3.65 is paid, I, the Financial Secretary, will place a red 365 decal on your membership card 

to indicate that you are a member of the ñ365 Clubò. All of the donations to the ñ365 Clubò are held by our council until May of each year when these funds 

are presented to the State Deputy during the Parade of the Grand Knights at the Annual Convention. Please consider this voluntary contribution. 

 

 So, having called your attention to all these items, the membership assessment for the 2010 calendar year is set at $38.00 for regular associate and 

insurance members and $10.00 for Honorary members ï payable to Knights of Columbus Council 4588. For our regular associate and insurance members, 

this includes your normal dues of $36.00 plus the $2.00 Culture of Life Fund assessment. Any additional voluntary contributions you wish to make can all 

be included in the same remittance. 

 I want to remind you that promptly paying your dues is an important part of your membership obligation. If our council does not receive your 

payment in a timely manner, you will not be issued a current membership card. And, as you know, a current membership card is required for attendance and 

participation at all Knights of Columbus business meetings and ceremonial exemplifications. A ñcurrentò membership card is defined as one bearing a 

ñDues paid toò date equal to or greater than the current date. Without payment, our council will be forced to move you into suspension status and suspension 

for nonpayment of dues represents the largest and saddest group of losses to our Order each year. So, please pay your dues or contact a council officer if you 

cannot pay because each of you are a valued member of our council and your continued support of our organization is of great importance to us. 

 One last item I want to bring to your attention is our Annual Survey of Fraternal Activity Individual Worksheet . Each of you receiving a 

membership bill will receive a copy of it and those of you who are not billed can cut out the one in this newsletter. Please fil l it out and return it to me before 

January 17th so we can get a council total for each item and submit our Fraternal Activity Report to Supreme by January 30th .

Technology Director Report  

Our email lists are moving!  Since our 
web hosting company (bluehost.com) 
also offers email lists for free,  I made 
the decision to migrate our Yahoo 
groups lists for a number of reasons: 

1. Getting rid of the extra stuff at the 
bottom of the messages, 

2. Providing better control of our 
content, 

3. Add lists for Squires, Columbian 
Women, an Announcements only 
list, and a list for council members, 
spouses, Knights from other coun-
cils, etc. 

4. Make the general list into a council 
members only list  

5. Integrate into the council website 
so there is one-stop self service for 
members to change email ad-
dresses, phone numbers, etc. 

I plan on having everything migrated over 
so that the new lists will start being used 
full time on January 1st. The mail list soft-
ware that bluehost uses requires what is 
called ñdouble opt-inò subscription, which 
works like this:  

I will subscribe all members that have 
email addresses on file with supreme (from 
the roster I get from our Worthy Financial 
Secretary) to the Announcements list. The 
list software will send an invitation mes-
sage to everyone on the list. You must reply 
to the invitation to subscribe. The list soft-
ware will then send a confirmation message 
to everyone that responds to the invitation 
to make sure that people on the list really 
want to be on there, hence the ñdoubleò opt
-in description.  

There will also be lists for council members 
only, council and friends and family list, 
and a chat list. These lists will all follow the 
same model for subscribing (double opt-in) 
as the announcements list. There will also 
be some lists that because of the smaller 
number of subscribers, will follow a differ-
ent subscription model. Those will be the 
lists for the officers, Columbian Women, 
and the Squires. 

One thing that everyone will  have to do is 
adjust any anti-spam filters to all email 
from the lists, which will use the addresses 
based off of our domain. In other words, 
you will get your messages from Mem-
bers@kofc4588.org, Announce-
ments@kofc4588.org, etc and your anti-
spam filters should be set accordingly. 

Also, all of the officers and directors need 
to go look at the council wiki  which is at 
http://www.kofc4588.org/wiki/ or via the 
link on the members only page of our main 
website.  Our council needs to start using 
the  available technology  to communicate 
with the members, who are becoming more 
in tune with using social networking sites, 
smart phones, and the like.  

A day does not go by that I havenôt checked 
into FaceBook to see what my siblings, chil-
dren, grandchildren, friends, and acquaint-
ances are doing, or checking Twitter to get 
the latest info on what Catholic News 
Agency is reporting (http://twitter.com/
cnalive), or what KofC Supreme (http://

twitter.com/ KofC_org) is tweeting 
about. There are pages and pages of 
accounts that have the word Catholic 
in the username or description. Same 
with on FaceBook, MySpace, and 
LinkedIn. There are pages and pages of 
information on Wikipedia and other 
web resources about our faith and our 
Order. 

One thing I would ask of all of you is 
that if you find a link to a website/
blog/resource, put it into the list of 
links on the wiki so others may make 
use of the resources. 

Well, gotta wrap this up so I can get it 
posted on the web site and to print for 
everyone that still gets it the old fash-
ioned dead-tree way.
