Technology Director Report  

The council mailing lists have moved! 
Instead of being hosted on Yahoo 
Groups, they are now hosted on our web 
hosting companyôs servers, using our 
own domain name of kofc4588.org.  
Everyone subscribed to the main list at 
KofC4588@yahoogroups.com              
has  been invited to subscribe to the  
Members list. There is also a Chat list, a 
Squires list that I will be sending invita-
tions for our squires, Youth Director, 
and councilors to join, a Council And 
Friends list, a list for the Columbian 
Women, and an Officers only list.  The  
list that will likely see the most traffic is 
reserved for announcements pertaining 
to council events and other notifications 
of interest to our members and wives. It 
is called, naturally, Announcements. 
There are two list software systems we 
will be using: Mailman and DadaMail. 
The Announcements and Council And 
Friends will be run on the Dada Mail 
system, and the Chat, Officers, Colum-
bian Women, and Squires lists will be 
run on mailman. Each of the systems 
have a web page where you can control 
your subscription to the lists - you can 
change the way in which you receive list 
messages, i.e., separate messages or a 
message digest (one big message as op-
posed to a bunch of smaller messages),  
what format (plain text or HTML), and 
the address to which you want to have 
the list messages delivered.

Each list is set up so that you have to 
verify your email address to the list soft-
ware, which is the first line of defense 
against spammers. How it works is that 

when you are invited to join a list, you 
are sent a message inviting you to join, 
which you must respond to by clicking 
on a link which takes you in your 
browser to the list web page. As an addi-
tional security measure you have to en-
ter a random sequence of characters 
that is displayed on the page in a graph-
ics format called a ñCAPTCHAò. This 
ensures that hackers cannot run an 
automated script to subscribe to a list so 
that they can obtain the email addresses 
of the members of the list which they 
can then use to send out spam. Once 
you have verified your subscription to 
the list, all of the lists that allow posting 
by the members (Chat, Members, 
Squires, Council and Friends, and Offi-
cers) will receive a message you send to 
the posting address and distribute it to 
everyone that is subscribed. It is no 
longer necessary for you to include eve-
ryoneôs email address in a monster ñTo:ò 
or ñCC:ò list in the message. This is an-
other way to protect everyoneôs address 
from spammers. If you have any ques-
tions about the procedures to subscribe 
and post to the lists, do not hesitate to 
call or email me. My email address and 
phone number is on the officer contact 
part of page 4 of this newsletter. 

On another subject, I would like to per-
sonally thank our Chancellor, Barry  
Buckett for supporting the Technology 
Directorate by stepping up and helping 
to purchase the new sound equipment 
which is to be used at future events, es-
pecially the upcoming Crab Feed fund 
raiser.
