Easter is upon us again, Rejoice in the resurrection!

Brothers,

I want to welcome again our new brothers. | am grateful for their enthusiasm. We have much to do, and so little time.

We have accomplished much, but the need for our help continues. On the other hand, I think everyone agrees that we are nearly
maxed out on the fundraisers we can do. When we consider all of the fundraisers we do, we are always raising money from parishion-
ers (with the notable exception of the Tootsie Roll Drive). In a sense, we are taking money from one pocket and putting it in another.

I have discussed with some of you the logic of moving out into the community with our fundraising efforts. We have been increasing
our efforts to reach out to the community, and become more visible. For example, in March we used our BBQ trailer for a benefit Golf
Tournament in Springtown, and we also helped the Welcome Home Veteran’s event at the fairgrounds. This, in turn, should lead to
opportunities to do more fundraising in the community.

The obvious mechanism we have for doing fundraisers is food events. This is what we do, and for which we have over time gathered a
lot of resources.

My concern is Food Safety. We have a number of members who are in the food industry, and we have members who have taken the
Food Safety class and exam.
