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GRAND KNIGHTõS MESSAGE 
Brothers, 
 

I was unable to prepare an article for this months newsletter before press time, so I offer for you this commentary, lifted from todayôs 
bulletin at St. Charles. I think it is an excellent retort to what has been called "The Last Socially Acceptable Prejudice in the United 
States, Anti-Catholicism". 

Here is an excerpt of an article written by a certain Sam Miller, a prominent Cleveland Jewish  businessman and who is not even a 
Catholic, about his mind about the Catholic Church and Catholics. Here is what he wrote: ñWhy would newspapers carry on a ven-
detta on one of the most important institutions that we have today in the United States, namely the Catholic Church? 

Do you know ï the Catholic Church educates 2.6 million elementary and high school students every day at the cost to that Church of 
10 billion dollars, and a saving on the other hand to the American taxpayers of 18 billion dollars. The graduates go on to university 
studies at the rate of 92%. 

The Church has 230 colleges and universities in the U.S. with an enrollment of 700,000 students. The Catholic Church has a non-
profit hospital system of 637 hospitals, which account for hospital treatment of 1 out of every 5 people ï not just Catholics ï in the 
United States today. 

But the press is vindictive and trying to totally denigrate in every way the Catholic Church in this countryé.ò 

Then he goes to describe how the newspapers sensationalize the scandals in our church today affecting many of us and show that 
these are not limited only to our church but a reality everywhere and even in other churches and denominations. ñThis is not just a 
catholic problemò, he wrote: ñMeanwhile, 1.7% of the Catholic clergy has been found guiltyé. 10% of the Protestant ministers have 
been found guiltyé. The Catholic Church is bleeding from self-inflicted wounds. The agony that Catholics have felt and suffered is not 
necessarily the fault of the Church. You have been hurt by a small numberéthat have probably been weeded out by now. 

Walk with your shoulders high and your head higher. Be a proud member of the most important non-government entity in the United 
States today. Then remember what Jeremiah said: óStand by the roads, and look and ask for the ancient paths, where the good way is 
and walk in it, and find rest for your soulsô. Be proud to speak up for your faith with pride and reverence and learn what your Church 

does for all other religions. BE PROUD THAT YOUôRE A CATHOLIC.ò
