Field Agent Report : Larry Bell has another business meeting to attend this evening so will give his report 
first. Congratulations to Council #4588 for the highest percentage of insured. 128 years of continued success 
with an average 40% across the board makes this program a leader in the field. He also spoke of the history to 
protect women beneficiaries.   

Grand Knight Report : Vaughn Brugman thanks all the ñWheel chair Sundayò helpers. We are way over 
projections for the total donations ($35K and counting). A challenge? from Danville ñweôll double what Liver-
more contributesò will be addressed by Ken Rief. Some State Convention results are a 2nd place for Family Ac-
tivities Division 5 California State Council, honors from the American Wheelchair Mission for the highest dol-
lar amount not including a parish drive, State Deputy Award, and 2 nd place Division 5 Membership program. 
The Rodeo Dinner Dance is canceled because of low advance ticket sales. There is a First Degree Ceremony 
June 14 and the DD Awards party June 18. This is the biggest fraternal exercise in the Council. Then the Pan-
cake breakfast for Catholic Charities is June 25. This is the pay-back for allowing the wheelchair weekend on 
their regular drive and it is the last breakfast of the Columbian Year. Operation Gateway BBQ at Los Positas is 
July 17. This is the first event of the new Columbian Year for Operation Gateway Vetôs Club and the first event 
for our new BBQ trailer. There is also the Aug. 6 Stand-down at the Pleasanton Fairgrounds. 

             Future of the council : Vaughn presented a vision for a possible Council building that Supreme does not 
want. A new St. Michaels Large Hall will be built someday and the Knights could help and gain a meeting 
room.

Donations for Wheelchair are $7714.16 bringing income to $8992.11 and including  our 
donations we spent a total of $11020.73.

Joe Revolinsky who had an angiogram today and is getting stents tomorrow. 

Family Director : Don Humphrey: reports the State Scholarship winner is Nichole McCaffrey. The 2nd An-
nual Family BBQ & picnic is September 12 at Del Valle Regional Park 1 to 4PM. Rob Shiells is in charge.
